One of Britain’s most brilliant and versatile
actors Sir Alec Guinness plays Professor
Marcus, who claiming to be a classical
musician and academic, rents a London flat
on a cul-de-sac from a sweet octogenarian
lady (a BAFTA winning Katie Johnson). He
tells her that, from time to time, several other
musicians will visit in order to rehearse.

In truth, the sinister Professor can't play a
note and nor can his visitors: he is a criminal
mastermind, holding court over his gang of
eccentric thieves, including the likes of
punkish Harry (Peter Sellers), the unsmiling,
homicidal Louis (Herbert Lom), punch-
drunk ex-boxer One-Round (Danny Green)
and the cowardly poseur Major Courtney
(Cecil Parker).

At the dawn of World War II with Britain
becoming desperate, Winston Churchil
orders his new spy agency, the Special
Operations Executive (SOE), to recruit and
train women as spies. Their daunting
mission: conduct sabotage and build a
resistance.

contest, Misbehaviour is a charming feminist
comedy from BAFTA award-winning director
Philippa Lowthorpe, starring Keira Knightley. 

In 1970, the Miss World competition took
place in London, hosted by US comedy
legend, Bob Hope (Greg Kinnear). At the
time, Miss World was the most-watched TV
show on the planet with over 100 million
viewers.

Claiming that beauty competitions
demeaned women, the activists Sally
Alexander (Keira Knightley) and Jo Robinson
(Jessie Buckley) from the newly formed
Women’s Liberation Movement, achieved
overnight fame by invading the stage
and disrupting the live broadcast of the
competition. Not only that, when the show
resumed, the result caused uproar: the
winner was not the Swedish favourite but
Miss Grenada, Jennifer Hosten (Gugu
Mbatha-Raw), the first black woman to be
crowned Miss World.

A cheery film in the vein of Made in
Dagenham, Lowthorpe’s Misbehaviour tells
the tale of a pioneering protest, in which
a global audience had witnessed the
patriarchy driven from the stage and the
Western ideal of beauty turned on its head.

A workaholic who researches
the natural explanations for mythical
phenomena, Alice’s life is upended one day
when she opens her front door and is
forced to take in a young London Blitz
evacuee named Frank. Despite initially
resolving to get rid of the boy, it's not long
before Alice realises that they have more in
common in their pasts than she had
assumed. Inevitably a bond grows between
the pair and Frank rekindles long
suppressed feelings of affection in Alice.

Alternating between the 1970s, 1940s
and 1920s, and featuring Gugu Mbatha-

Courtenay and Penelope Wilton as the
older Alice, gorgeously shot Summerland is
a sentimental tale from debut director
Jessica Swale which delivers an uplifting
story about the power of love and
friendship.

Alice (Ella Hunt, also in this year’s Kat and
the Band) is a lonely Blackpool teenager
struggling to escape from the shadow of
her mentally ill mother Gina (Sheridan
Smith) who has developed an unhealthy
obsession with the local weatherman.
Aided by her supportive and caring father
Keith (Mark Addy, The Full Monty), Alice is
accompanied by a collection of colourful
characters, including Alice's disordered
grandmother (Sheila Hancock) and a
deeply unprofessional GP (Sally Phillips),
who is rather keen on Keith.

Over the years, Alice struggles to relate to
her heavily medicated mum, and Gina
causes chaos when she comes up with a
plan to reconnect with her daughter. Set to
the songs of The Smiths, The More You
Ignore Me is a bittersweet comedy from
debut director Keith English that addresses
mental health issues and their impact on a
family.

n epic historical drama, The Warrior
Queen of Jhansi tells the incredible

true story of Lakshmibai, the historic Queen
of Jhansi who fiercely led the fight against
the British East India Company in the
infamous Sepoy Mutiny of 1857.

As a young woman, Lakshmibai (Devika
Bhise, who co-wrote the film with director
Swati Bhise, her mother) married the
Maharaja of Jhansi, Gangadhar Rao,
and became the Rani (Queen). Facing
increasingly oppressive British troops,
Rani Lakshmibai defies British East India
Company rule, allying with betrayed
soldiers to form the Indian Rebellion.

Meanwhile, Queen Victoria (Jodhi May) and
Prime Minister Lord Palmerston (Derek
Jacobi) rely on East India Company's rank-
ing officer, Sir Hugh Rose (Rupert Everett,
The Happy Prince BFF18) to negotiate - or
crush the rebellion.

The passion to free her province from
colonial rule led Lakshmibai to become one
of the greatest generals of the Indian army,
going down in history for her bravery,
strategic acumen and as a force to reckon
with.

t is to recording studios what
Glastonbury is to music festivals - run

by farmers, on a working farm and fiercely
independent. Celebrating the legendary
Rockfield Studios, where Queen recorded
“Bohemian Rhapsody” and Oasis created
“Wonderwall”, this documentary charts the
rise of the studio from humble beginnings
to the professional operation it is today.

Fifty years ago, deep in the Welsh country-
side, two brothers, Kingsley and Charles
Ward, were milking cows and preparing to
take over the family dairy farm - but
dreamed of making music. They had the
audacious idea to build a studio in their
farmhouse attic, so animals were kicked out
of barns and musicians were moved into
Nan’s spare bedroom. Inadvertently, they
launched the world’s first independent
residential recording studio: Rockfield.

Told through archive, animation and
personal interviews, this documentary
shares the stories of the Ward family and
iconic musicians that made music and
mayhem at Rockfield over the decades,
including Black Sabbath, Queen, Led
Zeppelin, Iggy Pop, Simple Minds, Oasis,
The Stone Roses, and Coldplay.

Rockfield: The Studio on the Farm is a story
of rock’n’roll dreams intertwined with a
family business’ fight for survival in the face
of an ever-changing music landscape.

Britain, White Riot documents the formation
of the Rock Against Racism movement that
put anti-racist politics at the heart of punk
rock.

It’s 1970s UK, punk is exploding. The country
is deeply divided over immigration and
the National Front, a far right and fascist
political party, is gaining strength. Out-
raged by a racist speech from Eric Clapton,
music photographer Red Saunders writes a
letter to the music press, calling for rock to
be a force against racism.

Flooded with responses, Saunders teams up
with like-minded creatives Roger Huddle,
Kate Webb, Syd Shelton and Australian
graphic designer Ruth Gregory to create
Rock Against Racism (RAR) and the fanzine
‘Temporary Hoarding’. Despite aggression
from the National Front, RAR spread virally
across the UK and the world, becoming a
grassroots youth movement that culminated
in a 100,000+ person march and concert
where The Clash famously performed a
raucous rendition of “White Riot”.

A lively debut from director Rubika Shah,
White Riot blends contemporary interviews
with archive footage to highlight how
music changed the world and a generation
challenged the status quo.
